Second Lieutenant Rudolf Herr
· Member of the 5th German Panzer Division stationed in Normandy France.

· Lt. Herr was assigned to the Atlantic Wall, a series of fortifications designed to defend Western Europe from an Allied invasion.

· Lt. Herr is 23, a veteran of this war.  He has served in Italy and Africa before being assigned to France.  At 23, he is a seasoned soldier.  He has seen many victories, but as a member of the German Army, lately he has seen many defeats.  He has seen the Germans fall back and he has seen many friends die in front of him.

· Lt. Herr comes from Dresden, an industrial city of Germany.  He has two loving parents, and a girlfriend Katerina, 21 whom he has promised to marry when the war is over.  Dresden is a very patriotic city, and has fallen into devotion with Hitler and the Third Reich.  They have brought Dresden up to prosperity from the ruins caused by Germany's economic failure following the defeat in 1918 and the signing of the Treaty of Versailles.

· Lt. Herr is faced with a decision.  He has been promoted to the rank of 1st Lieutenant and has two options; return to Germany to begin preparations for the defense of Germany, or stay at the Atlantic Wall with his fellow comrades in arms.

· Lt. Herr has been granted a Leave of Absence and has decided to travel home to Dresden to help make up his mind.  It is May. 30, 1944.
